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Detailed assessment

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Consumer dignity and choice
Consumer outcome:
1. I am treated with dignity and respect, and can maintain my identity. I can make informed choices about my care and services, and live the life I choose.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation:
(a) has a culture of inclusion and respect for consumers; and
(b) supports consumers to exercise choice and independence; and
(c) respects consumers’ privacy.
Assessment of Standard 1
Overall sampled consumers considered that they are treated with dignity and respect, can maintain their identity, make informed choices about their care and services and live the life they choose. 
Consumers interviewed confirmed that they are treated with respect by staff, their independence is encouraged and supported, and staff treat them as individuals and know what is important to them.
Consumers interviewed confirmed their personal privacy is respected and reported that staff respect their privacy and those of other consumers residing at the service. 
Interviews with staff demonstrated they know what is important to consumers and were able to describe how they ensure that consumers’ preferences are known and respected. 
Review of care documentation demonstrated the information provides guidance to staff about who and what is important to consumers and outlines clear preferences for care and services for each individual consumer. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as six of the six specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

2. The organisation undertakes initial and ongoing assessment and planning for care and services in partnership with the consumer. Assessment and planning has a focus on optimising health and well-being in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences.
Assessment of Standard 2
Overall sampled consumers/representatives considered that they feel like partners in the ongoing assessment and planning of consumers’ care and services. 
Consumers/representatives interviewed said they are involved in initial assessments upon entry to the service and ongoing planning of the consumer’s care. 

Consumers/representatives interviewed are informed about the outcomes of assessment and planning and can have access to the consumer’s care and services plan if they wish.

Care planning documentation for consumers identified that reviews were being completed regularly and in conjunction with the consumer/representative. Assessment and care planning documentation reflected individual consumer’s current needs, goals and preferences.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as five of the five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Ongoing assessment and planning with consumers
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Personal care and clinical care
Consumer outcome:
1. I get personal care, clinical care, or both personal care and clinical care, that is safe and right for me.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation delivers safe and effective personal care, clinical care, or both personal care and clinical care, in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences to optimise health and well-being.
Assessment of Standard 3
Overall sampled consumers considered they receive personal care and clinical care that is safe and right for them. 
Consumers/representatives advised the consumer gets the care they need, and they feel safe. Consumers/representatives gave various examples of how staff ensure the care provided to consumers was right for them, including regularly asking them about their care and the way it is delivered and involving them in discussions regarding alternative care options available. 
Consumers/representatives said the consumer is referred to their Medical Officer, or other allied health professional to meet their changing personal or clinical care needs. Consumers/representatives said the referral occurs promptly and they are satisfied with the care delivered by those to whom the consumer has been referred. 
Staff could describe how they ensure care is best practice, their opportunities for continuing education and how they ensure information is shared both within the service and with others outside the service. Staff demonstrated an understanding of precautions to prevent and control infection and the steps they could take to minimise the need for antibiotics. 
Staff could also identify the highest prevalence risks for different cohorts of consumers and how incidents were used to inform changes in practice. 
Documentation reviewed demonstrated the delivery of safe and effective care and the involvement of other health professionals
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as seven of the seven specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Assessment of Standard 4
Overall sampled consumers/representatives confirmed that consumers get the services and support for daily living that are important for their health and well-being and that enable them to do the things they want to do.
Consumers/representatives said consumers have choices when it comes to meals, their preferences relating to personal hygiene care timing, sleeping and rising times and whether they wished to attend scheduled activities. Consumers/representatives also advised consumers are supported to attending outings with their families and friends. 

Consumers/representatives said there is enough activity and choice available at the service which allows consumers to engage in activities at a level they feel comfortable with. 

Consumers/representatives interviewed confirmed the service supports them to keep in touch with people who are important to them. This is achieved through visitors attending the service, going out on social leave and talking with loved ones via the telephone or video chatting.

Consumers reported they enjoy the food and have seen instances where their feedback has led to improvements in the quality and variety of their meals

Review of the monthly activity calendar and discussion with staff demonstrated there are a variety of activities offered to meet the different needs and preferences of consumers and these are provided seven days per week.

Overall sampled consumers considered that they feel they belong in the service and feel safe and comfortable in the service environment. 
Consumers/representatives reported they can find their way around the service easily and staff are readily available if they need assistance and said the service is clean and well maintained.
Consumers/representatives reported the environment is open with all indoor and outdoor areas accessible. They also reported there are communal spaces available for visitors and consumers to meet in which makes the service feel more welcoming.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as three of the three specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Overall sampled consumers considered that they are encouraged and supported to give feedback and make complaints, and that appropriate action is taken. 
Consumers/representatives interviewed felt they could make complaints and felt safe to do so.
Consumers/representatives interviewed felt that changes were made at the service in response to complaints and feedback.
The organisation has feedback and complaints processes which are documented and followed. The service encourages all staff to capture both written and verbal feedback to optimise the service’s ability to achieve a positive outcome for consumers. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as four of the four specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

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Human resources
Consumer outcome:

Assessment of Standard 7
Overall sampled consumers considered that they get quality care and services when they need them from people who are knowledgeable, capable and caring.
Consumers/representatives confirmed staff are well trained, know what they are doing and are competent in their duties. They also confirmed there are sufficient staff to provide them with the care they need including being prompt in responding to calls for assistance. Consumers/representatives also expressed staff are kind, gentle and respectful. 
The service has a base roster which is adjusted when the acuity or needs of the consumers change. Staff have access to a range of training programs through online and face to face applications, with staff completing annual mandatory training modules. Staff performance reviews are conducted annually or are triggered when incidents occur, or complaints have been received.  
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as five of the five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

The service has organisational wide governance systems that support effective information management, financial, workforce, regulatory compliance and clinical care and it regularly reviews the effectiveness of its processes in maintaining a culture of quality and safety for consumers, their representatives, staff and volunteers. The clinical care governance framework supports antimicrobial stewardship and minimising the use of restraint.
