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Detailed assessment
This performance report details the Commission’s assessment of the provider’s performance, in relation to the service, against the Aged Care Quality Standards (Quality Standards). The Quality Standard and requirements are assessed as either compliant or non-compliant at the Standard and requirement level where applicable.
The report also specifies areas in which improvements must be made to ensure the Quality Standards are complied with.

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Consumer dignity and choice
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Ongoing assessment and planning with consumers
Consumer outcome:
1. I am a partner in ongoing assessment and planning that helps me get the care and services I need for my health and well-being.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation undertakes initial and ongoing assessment and planning for care and services in partnership with the consumer. Assessment and planning has a focus on optimising health and well-being in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences.
Assessment of Standard 2
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – reviewed their care planning documents in detail, asked consumers about how they were involved in care planning, and interviewed staff about how they used care planning documents and reviewed them on an ongoing basis.
Overall sampled consumers considered that they felt like partners in the ongoing assessment and planning of their care and services. Consumers and/or their representatives interviewed advised the service involved them with initial and ongoing assessments to plan their care and services. Consumers sampled confirmed they were provided with relevant information about their assessed care requirements and could access a copy of their care plans if they wished to. Consumers and/or their representatives said they were consulted when changes occur in care needs and a review of consumer files identified care plans were individualised to reflect the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences.
Staff were able to describe how consumers, representatives and health professionals contributed to care planning information to deliver a tailored care and services plan. Care documentation of sampled consumers noted individual risk factors and care needs were assessed, and care plans were developed in conjunction with the consumer to deliver safe care in line with their preferences.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as five of the five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 2 Requirements 
Requirement 2(3)(a)	Compliant
Assessment and planning, including consideration of risks to the consumer’s health and well-being, informs the delivery of safe and effective care and services.

Consumer outcome:

Organisation statement:
2. The organisation delivers safe and effective personal care, clinical care, or both personal care and clinical care, in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences to optimise health and well-being.
Assessment of Standard 3
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – their care plans and assessments were reviewed, and staff were asked about how they ensured the delivery of safe and effective care for consumers. The Assessment Team also examined relevant documents.
Overall sampled consumers considered that they received personal care and clinical care that was safe and right for them. Consumers and representatives interviewed advised they received the care they needed and had access to a Medical officer and other health professionals including physiotherapist, dietician, podiatrist, speech pathologist and wound specialist when they needed it. Consumers and representatives interviewed explained that staff discussed the care they provided and felt staff personalised the consumers’ care to meet their needs and preferences.
The service had policies and procedures relating to clinical and personal care delivery which was available for staff to access and guide best practice. Overall, sampled consumers’ clinical and personal care documentation identified consumers received safe and effective care which was best practice, tailored to the specific needs and preferences of the consumer and optimised their health and well-being. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as seven of the seven specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
