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Detailed assessment
This performance report details the Commission’s assessment of the provider’s performance, in relation to the service, against the Aged Care Quality Standards (Quality Standards). The Quality Standard and requirements are assessed as either compliant or non-compliant at the Standard and requirement level where applicable.
The report also specifies areas in which improvements must be made to ensure the Quality Standards are complied with.
The following information has been taken into account in developing this performance report:
the Assessment Team’s report for the Assessment Contact - Site; the Assessment Contact - Site report was informed by a site assessment, observations at the service, review of documents and interviews with staff, consumers/representatives and others.
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Consumer dignity and choice
Consumer outcome:
1. I am treated with dignity and respect, and can maintain my identity. I can make informed choices about my care and services, and live the life I choose.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation:
(a) has a culture of inclusion and respect for consumers; and
(b) supports consumers to exercise choice and independence; and
(c) respects consumers’ privacy.
Assessment of Standard 1
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understood and applied the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers, asked them about the requirements, reviewed their care planning documentation (for alignment with the feedback from consumers) and tested staff understanding and application of the requirements under this Standard. The Assessment Team also examined relevant documentation and drew relevant information from other consumer interviews and the assessment of other Standards. 
Consumers/representatives confirmed the service supported the consumer to be independent and encouraged them to exercise choice about the care and services they received. Consumers/representatives confirmed staff knew the consumers’ needs and preferences and supported them to maintain relationships with friends and family members, both inside and outside of the service.
Personal privacy for consumers was respected by staff, and consumers were satisfied with the way their care and services were undertaken to ensure their privacy was respected.
The Assessment Team observed staff treating consumers with dignity and respect. Staff understood and demonstrated individualised consumer care and could explain how they supported consumers to make choices as to how they want to live their life. Interviews with staff and review of care documentation regarding consumer choice and maintaining relationships identified that staff tailored services to individual consumers and care planning documentation was reflective of their choices.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as six of the six specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Not all requirements were assessed and therefore an overall compliance rating for the Quality Standard is not provided
Assessment of Standard 7 Requirements 
Requirement 7(3)(a)	Compliant
The workforce is planned to enable, and the number and mix of members of the workforce deployed enables, the delivery and management of safe and quality care and services.
Consumers/representatives sampled were satisfied with the delivery and management of care and services, with the skills and knowledge of members of the workforce and with the availability of registered staff, care staff, lifestyle staff and support staff. Consumers/representatives were satisfied with call bell response times.
Staff interviewed said they had sufficient time to complete their duties each day and confirmed all vacant shifts were filled. They said during “busy” times they worked as a team.
Registered staff explained that after hours they could contact the Emergency Department or transfer a consumer to hospital if they identified a decline in a consumer’s condition. Care staff confirmed they understood the care needs of consumers by receiving daily handover and they had access to consumer care files. Staff confirmed they reported to registered staff if they were uncertain about providing cares.
The service is jointly managed by the Business Manager, Operations Manager and Clinical Manager. Management and staff said, and review of documentation confirmed, a roster was developed in advance and there were no vacant shifts in the past two weeks. In the event staff take unplanned leave casual staff are utilised to ensure the care needs and preferences for each consumer are met.
Based on the information recorded above, it is my decision this Requirement is Compliant.
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Organisational governance

Areas for improvement
There are no specific areas identified in which improvements must be made to ensure compliance with the Quality Standards. The provider is, however, required to actively pursue continuous improvement in order to remain compliant with the Quality Standards. 
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
