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Detailed assessment
This performance report details the Commissioner’s assessment of the provider’s performance, in relation to the service, against the Aged Care Quality Standards (Quality Standards). The Quality Standard and requirements are assessed as either compliant or non-compliant at the Standard and requirement level where applicable.
The report also specifies areas in which improvements must be made to ensure the Quality Standards are complied with.
The following information has been taken into account in developing this performance report:
the Assessment Team’s report for the Site Audit; the Site Audit report was informed by a site assessment, observations at the service, review of documents and interviews with staff, consumers, representatives, and others.

Consumer dignity and choice
Consumer outcome:
1. I am treated with dignity and respect, and can maintain my identity. I can make informed choices about my care and services, and live the life I choose.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation:
(a) has a culture of inclusion and respect for consumers; and
(b) supports consumers to exercise choice and independence; and
(c) respects consumers’ privacy.
Assessment of Standard 1
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers, asking them about the requirements, reviewed their care planning documentation (for alignment with the feedback from consumers) and testing staff understanding and application of the requirements under this Standard. The Assessment Team also examined relevant documentation and drew relevant information from other consumer interviews and the assessment of other Standards.
Overall, consumers interviewed by the Assessment Team considered that they are treated with dignity and respect, can maintain their identity, make informed choices about their care and services, and live the life they choose. Consumers and representatives interviewed said they are provided with information which enables the consumer to make decisions, including who is to be involved in their care, their participation in activities and selection of meals. Consumers confirmed their personal privacy preferences are met, including during interactions with staff. 
Interviews with staff demonstrated that staff show respect towards consumers and representatives, and have knowledge of what is important to consumers, including maintaining their independence. Staff could describe how they ensure that consumer’s preferences are understood and respected. Staff demonstrated effective ways they provide information to consumers, including interventions for consumers who experience barriers with communication.  
Care planning documentation reviewed by the Assessment Team reflected consumer’s background, identity, cultural practices, individual preferences, and choices. Policies and education modules provide guidance to staff on fostering consumer choice, respecting diversity, interacting respectfully, meeting consumer preferences and legislative requirements for privacy and confidentiality. Organisational policies, consumer and staff information handbooks and meeting minutes demonstrated how the service understands and supports consumers to live their best life by promoting choice and their right to take risks.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as six of the six specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

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Ongoing assessment and planning with consumers
Consumer outcome:
1. I am a partner in ongoing assessment and planning that helps me get the care and services I need for my health and well-being.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation undertakes initial and ongoing assessment and planning for care and services in partnership with the consumer. Assessment and planning has a focus on optimising health and well-being in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences.
Assessment of Standard 2
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – reviewing their care planning documents in detail, asking consumers about how they are involved in care planning, and interviewing staff about how they use care planning documents and review them on an ongoing basis.
Overall, consumers and representatives interviewed by the Assessment Team considered that they feel like partners in the ongoing assessment and planning of their care and services. Consumers and representatives interviewed confirmed they are involved in the initial and ongoing planning of the consumer’s care, including end of life planning. Consumers and representatives confirmed they were informed of the outcomes of assessment and care planning and can have access to their care and services plan if they wish. Consumers and representatives said the service seeks input from the consumer’s medical officer, other health professionals and family to inform consumer’s care and services as appropriate.
The Assessment Team reviewed assessment and care planning documentation which identified consumer’s needs, goals and preferences, and demonstrated reviews are being completed regularly and in conjunction with the consumers and/or representative. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as five of the five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 2 Requirements 
Requirement 2(3)(a)	Compliant
Assessment and planning, including consideration of risks to the consumer’s health and well-being, informs the delivery of safe and effective care and services.
Requirement 2(3)(b)	Compliant
Assessment and planning identifies and addresses the consumer’s current needs, goals and preferences, including advance care planning and end of life planning if the consumer wishes.

The organisation demonstrates that assessment and planning:

2. The organisation delivers safe and effective personal care, clinical care, or both personal care and clinical care, in accordance with the consumer’s needs, goals and preferences to optimise health and well-being.
Assessment of Standard 3
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – their care plans and assessments were reviewed, and staff were asked about how they ensure the delivery of safe and effective care for consumers. The Assessment Team also examined relevant documents.
Overall, consumers and representatives interviewed by the Assessment Team considered that consumers receive personal care and clinical care that is safe and right for them. Consumers and representatives interviewed said consumers receive the care they need and have access to a medical officer or other health professionals when they need it.
Care planning documents reviewed by the Assessment Team reflect the identification of, and response to, changes in the consumer’s condition and/or health status. Clinical records include referrals to medical officers and allied health professionals including podiatry, dietitian, and wound specialists.
Staff interviewed by the Assessment Team could describe how they ensure care is best practice, their opportunities for continuing education and how they ensure information is shared both within the organisation and with others outside the organisation. Staff described how they support consumers nearing the end of their life, respecting individual preferences and provision of comfort cares.
The service demonstrated the minimisation of infection related risks through the implementation of standard and transmission based precautions, and appropriate antibiotic prescribing and use.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as seven of the seven specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Organisation statement:
2. The organisation provides safe and effective services and supports for daily living that optimise the consumer’s independence, health, well-being and quality of life.
Assessment of Standard 4
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – observations were made, consumers were asked about the things they like to do and how these things are enabled or supported by the service and staff were asked about their understanding and application of the requirements. The Assessment Team also examined relevant documents.
Overall, consumers interviewed by the Assessment Team considered that they receive the services and supports for daily living that are important for their health and well-being and that enable them to do the things they want to do. Consumers interviewed confirmed they are supported by the service to undertake lifestyle activities of interest to them within the service including, Sjoelbak (Dutch shuffleboard), bingo, crafts, movies, music and reading. Consumers and representatives interviewed confirmed consumers are supported by the service to keep in touch with people who are important to them and are supported in their emotional and spiritual care interests and social and personal relationships.
Overall, consumers expressed satisfaction with the meals provided at the service and explained they have input into the menus and have seen improvements to the quality and variety of meals.
The Assessment Team observed lifestyle supports and equipment to be sufficient and appropriate for consumers well-being, participation, and inclusion.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as seven of the seven specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

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Organisation’s service environment
Consumer outcome:
1. I feel I belong and I am safe and comfortable in the organisation’s service environment.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation provides a safe and comfortable service environment that promotes the consumer’s independence, function and enjoyment.
Assessment of Standard 5
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team observed the service environment, spoke with consumers about their experience of the service environment and interviewed care staff about the suitability and safety of equipment. The Assessment Team also examined relevant documents.
Overall, consumers interviewed by the Assessment Team consider they belong in the service, and feel safe and comfortable in the service environment. Consumers and representatives interviewed said the service is clean and well maintained, and the garden areas of the service are well maintained. They spoke about how it is pleasant to sit outdoors and look at the wide variety of colourful bushes and plants. Consumers and representatives confirmed visitors are welcome in the service and they have various areas where they can sit comfortably. 
The Assessment Team observed the service environment to be secure, clean and tidy, and equipment to be clean, well maintained and suitable to the needs of the consumer cohort. Staff interviewed demonstrated an awareness of how to report items requiring maintenance. Documentation identified reactive maintenance is attended to in a timely manner and preventative maintenance is undertaken as scheduled.
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as three of the three specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 5 Requirements

The service environment is welcoming and easy to understand, and optimises each consumer’s sense of belonging, independence, interaction and function.
Requirement 5(3)(b)	Compliant
The service environment:

(ii) enables consumers to move freely, both indoors and outdoors.

Furniture, fittings and equipment are safe, clean, well maintained and suitable for the consumer.
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Feedback and complaints
Consumer outcome:
1. I feel safe and am encouraged and supported to give feedback and make complaints. I am engaged in processes to address my feedback and complaints, and appropriate action is taken.
Organisation statement:
2. The organisation regularly seeks input and feedback from consumers, carers, the workforce and others and uses the input and feedback to inform continuous improvements for individual consumers and the whole organisation.
Assessment of Standard 6
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team sampled the experience of consumers – asking them about how they raise complaints and the organisation’s response. The Assessment Team also examined the complaints register, complaints trend analysis and tested staff understanding and application of the requirements under this Standard. 
Overall, consumers and representatives interviewed by the Assessment Team considered that they are encouraged and supported to give feedback and make complaints, and that appropriate action is taken. 
The service demonstrated consumers are encouraged and supported to provide feedback and make complaints and if required, staff will assist consumers to raise their concerns. Information is provided about how to provide feedback or make a complaint and about how to access advocates, language services and other ways of addressing complaints. 
Management demonstrated appropriate action is taken in response to complaints and an open disclosure process is used. Feedback and complaints are logged on a register, used to improve the quality of care and services, and are reported to the organisation’s governing body. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as four of the four specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.

Assessment of Standard 7
To understand the consumer’s experience and how the organisation understands and applies the individual requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team spoke with consumers about their experience of the staff, interviewed staff, and reviewed a range of records including staff rosters, training records and performance reviews.
Overall, consumers interviewed by the Assessment Team considered they receive quality care and services when they need them and from people who are knowledgeable and capable. Consumers described staff as kind, caring and respectful and staff were observed by the Assessment Team acting in a kind, caring and respectful manner. 
The service has an operating call bell system and overall consumers said they were satisfied with the response of care staff to call bells. Consumers and representatives also described satisfaction with the delivery of care and services and with staffing numbers.
The service demonstrated workforce planning enables the deployment of an appropriate number and type of care and service staff to deliver and manage safe and quality care and services. At least one registered nurse is available on all shifts. 
The Assessment Team found workforce members are competent and have the qualifications and knowledge to effectively perform their role. They are recruited, trained, equipped, and supported to deliver safe and quality care and services that meets the Quality Standards.
The service demonstrated staff performance reviews are conducted annually and scheduled appraisals are monitored by the service. Workforce performance is also monitored through observations of staff practice, consumer satisfaction surveys, audits and through consumer feedback and complaints. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as five of the five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
Assessment of Standard 7 Requirements

The workforce is planned to enable, and the number and mix of members of the workforce deployed enables, the delivery and management of safe and quality care and services.

Assessment of Standard 8
To understand how the organisation understands and applies the requirements within this Standard, the Assessment Team spoke with management and staff and reviewed relevant systems and processes relating to the organisational governance underpinning the delivery of care and services (as assessed through other Standards).
Overall, consumers interviewed by the Assessment Team considered that the organisation is well run and that they can partner in improving the delivery of care and services. 
The governing body demonstrated it promotes and is accountable for a culture of safe, quality and inclusive care. Information regarding clinical and quality indicators, incidents, and complaints is provided to the governing body on a regular basis and the governing body has made recommendations that have led to improvements in care and services. 
The service demonstrated effective organisation wide governance systems are implemented at the service. The organisation has effective risk and incident management systems and practices.  
The organisation’s clinical governance framework includes policies and practices that cover antimicrobial stewardship, minimising the use of restraint and open disclosure. Management and staff have been trained in these frameworks and policies and provided examples of how they are implemented at the service. 
The Quality Standard is assessed as Compliant as five of the five specific requirements have been assessed as Compliant.
